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“The compact radius on our 303 CR Excavators allows us to
work in confined areas, such as between columns. It also lets
us work right next to a house without having to worry about
damaging the siding.”

“A Cat® 303 CR Excavator was the first piece of
Caterpillar equipment we purchased,” he says.

“In addition, the low ground pressure is important to
us because we're able to travel across curbs and lawns
without tearing them up or creating ruts. We generally
use multi-purpose buckets on our multi terrain loaders
because they provide so much versatility.

“For example, we often do a lot of land clearing in sub-
divisions. A multi-purpose bucket allows us to pick up
the brush and transport it to an area where one of our
excavators equipped with a general-purpose bucket and
thumb loads it into trucks.
